1. Apologies for absence  - Killer, Debbie Hewett, Sue Naden and Katie Wilson 

2. Minutes of the last meeting and matters arising

- Road Safety. The Police have done an assembly for the children which went well.
- Shake Awake started today 08/06/09. 
- Certificates for healthy lunchboxes will be starting soon.
- Environmental  Area. A group from EDF tidied the area and did an excellent job.  SR will ask the SPSA for possible funds to provide the school with a good quality shed, which would also enable children to work inside the shed during wet weather. 

3. Update on Walking The Wizard Way 

The Launch went really well. A big thank you to all involved.  Cards were handed in before half term and certificates/stickers were given out in assembly.  The suggestion was made to hand cards in on Mon 29/06 for the next stickers to be handed out in assembly on Wed 01/07. 

4. A welcoming environment?

The School Improvement Group is developing an outside classroom area between the YR2 classroom and the first YR3/4 classroom. VL to follow up with Gary regarding a boat, which would be displayed and decorated possibly at the entrance area. This idea has come from the children. Also discussed was
the possibility of painting the railings at the front of the school in different colours. 

5. Church services and dropping off

SR would like the whole school to attend church once every half term.  We discussed the idea of dropping the children off at the church at 9.00am on certain dates.  After discussion, Parent Forum decided that it would not be feasible to drop the children off outside the church due to all the lunchboxes, bags, instruments and various other things that children bring at the start of the day, which would need to be taken into church.  Also the disruption to the local community, as it is difficult to park etc.  SR concluded that the children should walk down and back. 

6. School Meals / Dinner Tickets 

Mrs Roberts discussed the possibility of Mrs Astley Jones selling Dinner Tickets from the kitchen.  This should result in less chasing of outstanding money and more accurate numbers regarding vegetarian meals. 

7. Pyramid of communication 

Mrs Roberts would like volunteers who would be prepared to telephone 10 families in the event of an emergency (eg. Suspected Bomb, Gas Explosion etc) The school would evacuate to the Peter Hall and 193 families would need to be informed. Various Parent Forum members put their names forward.

8. AOB
