YOUR CHILD’S WELL-BEING

In order to benefit fully from school life, children 

need to be helped to feel healthy, comfortable 

and as safe as possible while they are with us.  

Caring for their physical needs is important to us.

MEDICATION  
It is important that we know about any allergies or past medical history before your child starts school.  For health and safety reasons we are not encouraged to administer medicines to children in our care. However there are two sets of circumstances which may require our co-operation in this matter-

1. Children with chronic illnesses or long-term complaints eg asthma, diabetes or epilepsy.

2. Children recovering from short illnesses who are receiving a course of antibiotics etc.

When possible we ask the parent /carer  to administer the drugs. If that is impossible and the staff are required to assist the following procedures are used:

Only prescribed medicines should be brought to school by the carer and delivered personally to Mrs Wilkinson or a Teaching Assistant.

A signed permission form is to be completed by the parent stating name, dose and frequency. This is retained in school (blank forms in the Office).
MEDICAL SUPPORT IN SCHOOL
 
Our School Nurse makes medical checks in relation to the good health, hearing and teeth of your child. 

Our School Nurse is Mrs Penny Hargraves (based at Withycombe Village Road Clinic in Exmouth) and she visits each child when they are five years old. 

Any concerns you have on aspects of your child’s health should be addressed to your child’s teacher or the headteacher. 

Children may choose to have

SCHOOL MEALS

school dinners or packed lunch, or 

may go home for lunch.  Water is 

provided, but children may bring

their own drinks to school provided 

they are in plastic containers or 

cartons.

There is a weekly menu showing the 

choices of meals and we have a

wonderful cook and our own kitchens

where most dietary requirements can 
be catered for.  You may choose at 
the beginning of the week what days 
your child would like school dinners,

but we do ask that you pay on the 

Monday with the money in a named 

envelope. We would prefer you to 
pay half-termly or termly if possible.

SNACKS
If you wish your child may bring a piece of fruit/vegetable or fruit drink for morning break or the older children (Key Stage 2) may buy the same from our kitchen.  The younger children (Key Stage 1) are given free fruit each day. We do not allow crisps, biscuits or bars of any description.
Parents are asked to dress 

SCHOOL CLOTHING
their children in our school uniform 

and P.E. kit (please see list at the 

back of this prospectus).  School 

uniform may be purchased from 

the school.  Please ask in the office.  

Please could we ask you not to allow 

your children to school in trainers. 

We would like to maintain a smart 

uniform and shoes form an important 

part of this.

P.E. kit may be brought to school in a 

drawstring bag and children may bring

in tracksuits to wear over the top if it

is cold.

All clothing should be clearly and 

permanently marked with your 

child’s name.
JEWELLERY
If your child has pierced ears then a simple stud may be worn.  We discourage children wearing any other jewellery in school.  A watch may be worn if the child is capable of looking after it sensibly, but this must be removed for P.E.
Special toys can sometimes help
POSSESSIONS
anxious children early on in their

school life, but once children have 

settled in at school, we ask them 

not to bring toys or personal 

possessions unless to do with the 

topic at school. 

LOST PROPERTY
If your child loses something and it cannot be found in the classroom please check in the brown container at the end of the hall as unnamed items of clothing found around the school will be put there.

Procedures for vacating the school
FIRE PROCEDURE
in the event of a fire are displayed

in key areas.  Fire drills are carried 

out every term, once a year at 

lunchtime.
DOGS
Dogs are not allowed on school premises with the exception of guide dogs.

We have a policy of no smoking
SMOKING
on the school premises.
SAFEGUARDING CHILDREN   
The welfare of our children and young people is crucial to the future well-being of our society. We know that abuse and neglect in childhood can cause long-lasting damage with consequences into adulthood. The safety and welfare of children is of paramount concern to us.  The Child Protection officer is Mrs Roberts and in her absence Mrs Taylor deputises.


TO AND FRO

Getting to school in the morning can be difficult and 

going home in the afternoons can be tiring, but it can 

also be fun and interesting.  A time to talk about the 

day ahead or a time to catch up on each others news.

TRANSPORT
Parents are responsible for their child’s safety on the journey between home and school.

First thing in the morning and at
PARKING
the end of the school day car 

parking is a problem.  Please do 

not park on the zig-zag lines or 

double park as this obscures the 

view of our crossing patrol and is 

very dangerous.  In order to keep

our school safe we encourage 

families to park a little way away

from school and walk the rest of 

the way.

THE WIDER COMMUNITY

We are very lucky to enjoy the close 

community spirit of our small seaside town.

We take pride in our strong links with the 

community and our special connection with 

the parish; the whole school benefits from 

the interest taken in St Peter’s by our friends

and neighbours.  As a result our children 

learn the importance of society in its widest 

sense.

THE GOVERNING BODY
Our Governors take an active interest in all aspects of school life.  The Governing body which is legally responsible for the overall running of the school includes:

· A teacher who is elected from the staff by the other teachers.

· A member of the support staff who is elected from and by the other support staff.
